Getting to Know CVS
Exercise

Instructions: Perform the following steps, and email your individual answers to the cut-and-paste observations to Pollock@cis.udel.edu within the next 24 hours.

1. In a group of 4 people, add a CVS repository on studyabroad.cis.udel.edu from /home/cvshome. Add a project to the CVS repository, called Feedback-putlastnameshere. One person create a file called Whatworked.  Another person create a file called WhattoChange.  Another person create a file called TipsforStudents. Another person create a file called WhatwasLearned.
2. Check out a local copy of the Feedback-putlastnameshere repository.
3. Each person work on one of the Whatworked, WhattoChange, WhatwasLearned or TipsforStudents files, adding their opinions. Work for about 10 minutes editing files.

4. Open the CVS console.  Cut and paste a few lines of what you see in the console into your answer sheet.

5. Commit your changes to the repository.
6. Cut and paste any conflicts that occur into your answer sheet.  If there were no conflicts, then both edit the same line of the same file, and purposely create a conflict and cut and paste what is written when you try to commit your changes.
7. Perform an update to get an updated version of the files for your local use.

8. Open the CVS console again.  Cut and paste a few lines of what you see in the console into your answer sheet.
9. In your individual exercise email, also answer the question:  What uses do you see for cvs in your classwork? After you leave UD?
10. As a class, in the repository, /home/cvshome  on studyabroad.cis.udel.edu.create a new project called Whole-Feedback, with files KeeptheSame, ChangeorReplace, Visits, and TipsforStudents.  Each team edit the three files by cutting and pasting the contents of their own files into the appropriate files.  Try to avoid conflicts by timing the changes a bit to each file, obtaining the latest file before editing and then commiting their changes as soon as done editing.  Remove duplicate feedback as identified in each file.
